1.  Minutes:  September minutes approved.

3.  Fall meeting wrap up:  The evaluation was reviewed.  Suggestions for future educational meetings include; 1. Diabetic needs and 2. Life trauma’s effect on health.
4.  Spring Meeting Planning:  Focus: cultural/international nursing experiences.  Proposed guest speakers include local faculty and students: Lynn Greene, Jane Muhl, Darrell Block, Chris Vandenhouten, Sarah Latus, Brittany Weisman (from Bellin) and potential students from UWGB.  Location & date:  Bellin College Atrium and room 113 on Thursday March 10; Jane Muhl agreed to reserve the room at Bellin.  The meeting will begin at 5:45p.m. in the atrium with poster presentations and hor ‘d oeuvres.  Each speaker will be allotted 30minutes, beginning at 6:30, to present.  Janet Reilly will follow-up with guest speakers, develop the brochure, confirm the food order and provide paper products.  Janet has contacted Z-Harvest which will cater 1 hot and 2 cold hor ‘d oeuvres (Italian, Kosher, Peruvian).  Heidi will pursue CEU’s.

8.  Welcome Research Committee Chair:  Welcome Joyce.  Kathie reported that Chris Vandenhouten has at least two submissions for the Research grant.  The winner will be announced at the Spring Induction.
9.  Leadership Succession timelines:  Reminder.  Categorize role responsibilities on a monthly basis to promote a smooth transition from outgoing Board of Directors to incoming Board of Directors.
10.  Leadership Summit:  President elect Lisa Dworak attended the 2010 Leadership Summit on September 24 & 25 in Indianapolis, Indiana.  The focus of the summit was providing leadership and career enhancement during challenging economic times.   She expressed the conference was an excellent learning and networking opportunity.  STTI is working to develop social networking for its members.  Introducing The Circle is a strategy implemented to engage STTI members.  Lisa shared a brochure and will provide pins at the spring meeting for all Board members to advertise.
11.  New Nurse Leader:  Reminder.  It was proposed and accepted to implement the Member Get a Member Campaign in the January 2011 newsletter.  The campaign would request that the new nurse leader would need to be an active member by 2011 Induction.  Each current member who submits a nomination, with a successful active membership, will be entered in a drawing to win $25.  This will be sponsored by Kappa Pi-Chapter-at-Large.

12.  STTI Membership Dues:  Kathie received a request from International for each Chapter to review their membership dues.  Current renewal fee is $90.00, of which $25.00 goes directly to Kappa Pi.  Discussion ensued regarding changing the fee.  A unanimous consensus was to keep the current fee.
